Revegetation of the Wetland and Riparian Zones

Conditions and Projections as of July 27, 2000
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1) The Davison Creek riparian zone is being planted with alder, big-leaf maple, and willow trees, and with salmonberry and sword ferns in the understory.  Other native species are volunteering.  This area is projected to return to young forest within about 10 years.   The vista section is to be planted with, and needs to be maintained with, shrubs (no trees) in order to preserve the view of the wetland and redwood forest to the south.

2) The Prairie Creek riparian zones is being planted with alder, big-leaf maple, and willow trees, and with salmonberry, thimbleberry, red elderberry, and twinberry in the understory.  Non-native pasture plants are volunteering and being weeded out.  The plan calls for this area to return to riparian forest within about 10 years unless browsing elk preclude forest establishment. The inlet and outlet gaps have been planted with closely spaced willows to help slow overbank flows.  They are being heavily browsed.

3) The new wetland is being planted with slough sedge, salmonberry, and willows.  Other native and non-native plants are volunteering.  Non-native species are being weeded.  This area is projected to become an emergent wetland fully populated with native plants by summer 2001.

4) Margins of the pond will be planted with cattails and tules in August 2000.  These plants are projected to spread and contribute to wetland functioning.  With time, the pond will fill in with sediment, and its outlets will downcut, so that the pond eventually disappears.
